
Man Phool was a plumber by trade. One day a pastor came to his 

shop and shared with him about Jesus Christ. He did not under-

stand the message. He worshipped idols along with his wife for 

about 7 hours a day.  One day his father got sick and Man Phool 

prayed to Shiva (one of the main Hindu gods) to heal his father.  

After worshipping Shiva, his father got well and he believed Shiva 

was the true god. Then his wife Rheena got sick for six months 

and they needed to pay large doctor bills. The doctor told him he 

should worship the Lord God, Creator of all the earth. It made 

him question who the real god was. Another pastor told him that Jesus is the Lord, 

the true God. He started secretly going to church and was encouraged.  But, because 

he was attending a Christian church his friends rejected him, and his wife laughed at 

him. Man Phool was so committed to his new faith that he decided to study in our 

theological school.  He told his father he was finishing a secular diploma when he was 

really attending Bible school. God spoke to him and told him that he should share 

what he has learned.  His family would not talk to him. His father is a police inspector 

and his heart is set firmly against Man Phool and his new faith. It is a source of deep 

grief for Man Phool. In spite of this pain and loss, he has been a right hand for the  

director of our ministry in his area.  His favorite activity is reaching the unreached for 

Jesus. He is fearless, risking his well being to share the gospel wherever he can get a 

hearing.  
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Mission Teams 

There are ten orphans in this India    

project and all are doing incredibly well 

in their school studies. However, the 

greatest  news of all is that all of the 

children are being trained up in the way 

that they should go! They are being 

powerfully discipled and encouraged in 

their walk with Christ and they are 

growing strong in their faith.  

The Reason for ASON’s Existence 

This project and others like it are the reason ASON exists.  Annually, more than 600 

people are being led to Christ through this single project.  Children are being raised 

up and given a firm foundation in their faith on which they will stand and serve God. 

Church planting students are trained as leaders in the theological school.  And, new 

churches are starting where families are learning a new hope filled way of life.

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5 Church Planters Being Blessed ~ India 

In 1998, Haitian 

Pastor Michel  
Sylveus worked 

side by side with 
an ASON team to 

build a Dominican 
church. That 

church opened 
their facility to 

Michel for him to plant a Hatian 
church.  Michel and his church 

saved for five years to purchase a 
small plot of land for themselves.  

For a number of years, Pastor 
Michel refused any salary so that 

all the offerings could go toward 
the  purchase of their dream land.  
In 2004, an ASON team built a 

church for his congregation on 
their new land!   

God is using five church planters (Man Phool and four others) to minister to over 

550 people on a weekly basis.  God is using them to heal the sick and as a result, 

many are coming to Christ. In November 2009, these 5 church planters led 75 

people to Christ through courageous outreach events and 25 home groups    

consisting of 15-25 people each. In December, these five church planters were 

running 37 home churches and had led another 49 people to Christ! 

 

Three of these church planters are praying for a motorcycle to minister in      

surrounding villages. Four of them dream of and pray for church buildings. Pray 

for each of them by name: Anish, Man Phool, Sri, Sushil and Jaspal. 

Assistance for Haiti 

òBefore going on the trip, I told the Lord the desire of my 

heart was to learn to share the Gospel of Christ and what He 

has done for me. I shared my story with Ellen and she asked 

if I would share it with prisoners when we went to two prisons 

with the Adonai Prison Ministry team. I agreed and the Lord 

gave me the words and I was unafraid! 

 

I told them I was in an auto accident as a teenager and I struck and killed a teenaged 

boy. I shared about asking God for His forgiveness. I also told about going directly to the 

boyõs  dad to ask for his forgiveness for killing his son. I told them how he held me in his 

arms and told me that he forgave me. I shared that if God could forgive me, He could 

forgive them of anything. We just need to tell Him we are sorry and ask His forgiveness 

for our sins and He will cleanse us and make us whole. We are all sinners and can be 

saved and redeemed by the grace of God and the blood of Jesus. 

 

Upon returning home to our church family, our team shared our experiences in a church 

service. After I shared about talking to the prisoners, a friend came to me and told me a 

youth she knew had very recently been in an auto accident and killed someone. The Lord 

is using me to be His scribe to write letters of encouragement to this youth. It is the Lord 

who writes these letters! 

  

It is wonderful how the Lord uses our experiences to be a comfort to others, just as we 

have been comforted, forgiven and redeemed! The Lord gave me the opportunity to 

speak and grow in the DR. This story had been locked in me for so longñI had been so 

afraid to share the details. I learned that the Lord uses ôwilling  vesselsõ and then       

empowers them to do what He needs to be done. 

  

God also gave me and my husband a young lady 

(Cessarina) to  sponsor through ASONõs Child Sponsor-

ship Program. I was able to spend time with her and I 

love her very much. I have been touched and blessed.

Sheryl and Cessarina 

As the team painted the inside of 

the church, one of Michelõs con-

tacts knelt on the new concrete 

floor surrounded by the team, and 

gave his life to Christ. It was a 

moving end to a construction  

project and a powerful symbolic 

beginning for this congregation.   

When the earthquake hit Haiti 

earlier this year, we called Michel 

to see if he and his family in Port 

au Prince were ok. After three 

weeks he finally got into Haiti 

from the Dominican Republic to 

check on them. Sadly, he lost 

eight cousins and his congregation 

lost forty family members to the 

devastating earthquake.  Pastor 

Michel is   creating a list of things 

we may do to assist in their re-

building process. Rebuilding Haiti 

will take years. ASON will focus 

on building homes and churches.
