BOLGA BASKETS

The villages of Zuarungu are
near Bolgatanga where they
make beautifully colored
and patterned, durable,
world famous baskets. We
met with basket weavers in
order to understand the
basket weaving process and
the economic situation of
those who are weaving.
When women in this area
have no education, for lack
of opportunity, they have
very few options with regard
to making a living. One op-
tion for them is weaving and
selling baskets. Many of the
weavers are single mothers
or grandmothers raising

grandchildren. To our dis-
may, we verified that they
can make as little as 70
cents profit in 2 weeks with
which to feed their children!
We hope to change that.

We are starting a Bolga Bas-
ket project that will help
these women receive 40
times the amount they are
now making! We are start-
ing to take orders for bas-

Education and Frafra Bibles for Zuarungu

We spent much time captur-
ing Peter’s vision for his
area. It’s exciting. God will-
ing, we will be busy there
for 10 years. His desire is to
provide a Christian educa-
tion for people of all ages.
Adult literacy is urgent as
those who cannot read are
taken advantage of in their
desperate search for a way
to make a living. And, peo-
ple who can feed themselves
from the Bible grow more
deeply in their faith and win

others more effectively!
Peter has a pre-school and
an elementary school with
over 160 students and we
hope to add adult literacy, a
junior high, a high school
boarding school, a technical
school and shops for wood-
working, sewing, basket-
weaving and other crafts.

And, last but not least, we
formally presented the
5,000 Frafra Bibles, that
ASON donors helped to res-

cue, to the community in
Zuarungu. Two tribal chiefs
who attended the pastor’s
conference and 3 pastors
formally accepted the Bi-
bles! One of the pastors
said, “If you had a million
dollars to give us, it would
not be worth what these
5,000 Bibles are worth to us
and to our people. We
know how valuable they are
and we are deeply grateful.”
